I will remember that winning isn't everything, that having fun, playing fair, improving my skills, making friends, and giving my best efforts are the most important aspects of soccer. I will do the best I can each day, remembering that all players have talents and weaknesses, the same as I do. I will be modest and respectful when I win, and gracious when I lose. I will acknowledge all good play - that of my teammates and of my opponents. I consider it a privilege to be a part of US Club Soccer and my actions will reflect credit upon that organization and its affiliates.
